Physical Development 
 Hold pencil effectively with comfortable grip and form recognisable letters most of which are correctly formed 

 Threading, cutting, weaving, playdough. 
 Handle tools, objects, construction and malleable materials with increasing control 
 Encourage children to draw freely. 
 Cutting with Scissors with increasing control. 

 

Mathematics 

 Count up to ten objects  

 Represent, order and explore numbers to ten  

 One more or fewer, one greater or less 

 Addition and subtraction within 10 

 Explore addition as counting on and subtraction as taking away 

 Count up to 15 objects and recognise different representations  

 Order and explore numbers to 15  

 One more or fewer

Texts: The Three Billy Goats Gruff, Jack and the Beanstalk, A Seed in Need, Goldilocks, Three Little Pigs, Chinese New Year. 

 Make links to own experiences. Ask how and why questions… 

 Retell a story with story language 

 Listen to and talk about stories to build familiarity and understanding.  

 Read and write words containing Phase 3 sounds.  Learn tricky words. 

 Write captions, lists, letters and sentences. 

 Follow two step instructions.
